Abstract
Introduction: In the traditional Iranian architecture and urban design, Kucheh Bagh (the garden alley) have
always been regarded as valuable, poetic and tranquil urban space, possessing rich natural, literary, and
cultural capacities, and they hold a special place in Persian literature. Unfortunately, uncontrolled
construction and urban expansion in recent decades have led to the destruction of the Persian garden as an
authentic model, and the historical Kucheh-Bagh are now in decline. The main objective of this research is
to propose strategies for preserving the remaining Kucheh-Bagh of Neyshabur with an emphasis on
collective identity and memory.
Methodology: This study is applied in its objective and descriptive—analytical in nature. Data collection was
carried out through both library and field studies. The collected data were analyzed using the SPSS software
for questionnaire evaluation and the content analysis method with a coding approach for interview data.
Results and Discussion: The analysis was conducted within five systems—cultural-social, functional,
physical, economic, and environmental. The T-test results indicate that, within the cultural-social system,
indicators such as social interaction, sense of belonging, collective memory, and visual identity are in an
unfavorable condition. In the functional system, indicators of vitality and accessibility are also inadequate.
In the economic system, local economic prosperity was found satisfactory, while tourism industry
development was not. Within the environmental system, the protection of existing vegetation is in poor
condition. In the physical system, spatial coherence, visual character, and security indicators are
unfavorable, whereas climatic comfort is satisfactory.
Conclusion: After analyzing and coding the data, the study presents strategies categorized into three main
areas: strengthening place identity within the neighborhood, enhancing social sustainability, and improving
the pedestrian network.
